Introduction

Wayanad District was badly affected by flood and landslide consecutively in 2018, 2019 and 2020
where we lost around 26 lives. It 1s relevant to note that there are about 153181 tribal people living in
wayanad which 1s almost 19% of the total population of the district. There are around 3169 tribal colonies
in the district. It is the responsibility of the district administration and district disaster management

authority to equip the vulnerable communities to face the challenges effectively during phase of disasters..

The tribal RRT team members of 10 tribal hamlets where tribal Disaster Management plan has be
prepared should be given special trainings with the help of fire force and health teams to equip these
communities, who are living in the most of disaster prone areas, need to be self-reliable on any crisis
situation. During the first phase of the project we have given basic DM trainings to 1000 participants and
CPR and fire safety tramings to 50 tribal youth each from 10 most vulnerable LSGD (Thondrnada,
Vellamunda, Nolpuzha, Meppadi, Muttil, Potthadi, Pulpally, Panamaram, Edavaka, Thirunelly). In the
first phase, we have prepared 10 tribal DM plans and this has been published on the official website of

the district administration.

Objectives

» To capacitate RRT team members of the tribal communities to enhance the disaster risk
reduction activities more professionally and effectively.

» To give them Hands on training on CPR and fire force recue trainings

» Develop a group of tribal youth as rapid response team to act in disaster situations and to
collaborate these people into civil defense

» Provide IEC materials to the most vulnerable population through audio& video mode 1n native
tribal languages

» Provision of manual rain gauges for disaster resilience and risk reduction in highly vulnerable

tribal communities to identify rain based risk and enhance capacity building.

Communities, who are living in the most of disaster prone areas, need to be self- reliable on any crisis
situation. During any emergency the first respondents will be these communities, before any of the
Government machinery responds. Hence, District Disaster Management Authority has submitted a
proposal to Kerala State Disaster Management on” Capacity Building for Vulnerable Tribal Population
“Letter No DM1/2909/2020 on dated 05-06-2020 from the Disaster Collector” and the project was
sanctioned from KSDMA “No: SPO/1902/2020/SEOC-KSDMA”
